1. I (we) hereby adopt 
 
(described below) from and agree to the rules of Delaware Valley Boxer Rescue, Inc.

2. The dog will be maintained as a house pet.  The dog will be living indoors with me as a companion.  Regular medical care will be provided by a veterinarian as necessary to keep the dog in good health.  Annual inoculations and heartworm testing will be provided, and rabies inoculations given at the prescribed frequency at my expense.

The dog will be licensed by local and/or state authorities as required by law.  I understand that in some states there are substantial fines for not having a dog licensed, or for rabies inoculations not being up to date.  The dog will wear an identification tag with dog’s name, owner’s name and phone number at all times.  The dog will not be tied out at any time nor be allowed to roam freely.

3. The dog will not be cosmetically transformed in any way.  If the dog is not spayed/neutered I will have this procedure done as soon as practicable, and the adopting agent will hold a deposit until such time as proof of spay/neuter has been provided.  Once received, the spay/neuter deposit will be returned to me.

4. If at any time, I become unable to care for the dog properly, I will contact the adopting representative.  The dog may only be given to a new owner upon prior approval of said representative.

5. If the dog must be returned to Rescue, I agree to hold or board said dog until space is available.  This period will not exceed 15 days.

6. One or more home visits may be made with or without prior notice, and I hereby agree to this.  The adopting representative may examine or make inquiries about the dog at any time.  If said representative is not satisfied with the manner in which the dog is being kept, the dog may be immediately reclaimed.  Reclaiming of the dog will not be considered a trespass or theft.


7. I am aware there are certain risks associated with owning a large, strong dog.  I understand there is always the chance a dog could become upset and react in appropriately to certain situations that may arise, and I am willing to assume this responsibility.

8. If at any time there are problems with the dog, I will advise the adopting representative and seek their recommendations for a solution.

9. Neither Delaware Valley Boxer Rescue, Inc. nor Laura & Bill Urban shall be held responsible for any damages, costs or expenses incurred by the adopter, resulting from this placement, including, but not limited to damage or injury to persons or property.  In this connection the adopter releases and holds harmless Delaware Valley Boxer Rescue, Inc. and Laura & Bill Urban from any and all liability of any nature and cause, directly and indirectly relating to the placement of any dog.
